When the British cook pancakes they say a rhyme. Let’s learn it. Say after me. Translate into Russian.

We have cooked our pancakes. What shall we do with them?

We’re going to toss them and take part in a pancake race.
Listen to the story how this tradition appeared and then you’ll write a short test.

The first pancakes was tossed in 1439 and the first pancake race took place in Olney, Buckinghamshire in 1445. A woman was cooking pancakes when she heard the shriving bell and she ran to the church with a pan and a pancake in it.
She started the tradition and now at 11:55 women wearing an apron and a scarf or a hat with a pancake in a pan run a race. The length of the course is 415 yards or 375 metres. They must toss the pancake three times. The record was set in 1967when it was done in 63 seconds!
Other pancake records: Ralf Laue from Leipzig tossed the pancake 416 times in 2 minutes.

Mike Cuzzacrea ran a marathon tossing the pancake for 3 hours, 2 minutes and 27 seconds. The world’s biggest pancake was cooked in 1994 in Rochdale. It was 15 metres in diameter and weighed 3 tons.
